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Audience

This manual is intended primarily for alumni ZBTs who are engaged in planning a reunion for
themselves and fellow alumni. This includes, of course, alumni from ZBT’s antecedent groups —
Kappa Nu, Phi Alpha, Phi Epsilon Pi and Phi Sigma Delta. Specific audiences include the
following:

e The Brother or Brothers who have decided that it’s about time old friends got back
together again, but who have not been that active since graduation.

e The key Brother or Brothers who usually organize reunions for his/their group.

e The chapter advisor, trustee or alumni association officer who wants to help organize a
specific reunion or who just wants to start a tradition of reunions.

e The undergraduate leader who wishes to facilitate a specific reunion or who just wants to
start a tradition of reunions.

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Introduction

Alumni newsletters, Homecoming gatherings, alumni vs. undergraduates football games — all
these are cornerstones of successful alumni programming. The alumni reunion is perhaps the
culmination or capstone of a successful alumni program. Old friends gathering to catch up on
their lives and relive old times — that is what makes real ZBT’s promise of brotherhood for life.
Unfortunately, we are busy with families and careers, so reunions happen less often than we
would like. This is especially true considering the work involved in setting up a reunion. How
often have you heard “hey, we ought to get the guys together,” only to have it never happen?

Hence, we have put together this manual to help you plan a reunion. This manual is intended for
multiple audiences. In addition, each reunion group is unique. Thus, some ideas presented
herein will be more applicable than others. Your creativity, innovation and initiative are
prerequisites for success.

Regardless of who is reading this, the alumni reunion will succeed only as a function of
involvement from those who will attend. If you build it, they probably won’t come. But if you
involve key members of the reunion group in the planning process and publicize who has
committed to attend, you are more likely to be successful. Alumni want to see old friends; that is
what will draw them to a reunion. If they see that other alumni they know are involved in the
planning and are attending, they are much more likely to participate. In the process, if they meet
new people (undergraduates and other alumni) and make friends, your reunion potential will only
grow in the future. They call it networking.

Below you will find twelve steps to help you with reunion planning and execution. Good luck
with your upcoming reunion!

1. Decide on the Reunion Scope and Establish a Planning Committee

In most cases, a reunion is appropriate for alumni who are ten or more years from graduation.
The initial planners need to decide which alumni group is to be invited, i.e., the reunion scope. If
planning for a small group — one or two classes, alumni living in a certain area or a special group
of friends — it is possible for a few Brothers to handle the planning. If, however, several classes
or the entire Chapter will be invited, you may wish to have more committee members. Many
times, even if a particular class is holding its reunion, the alumni will want to invite classes from
preceding and succeeding years (for instance, the Class of *69 reunion, with invitations to the
Classes of ’67 through *71). One critical decision is whether to invite spouses and significant
others or not.

The committee exists for at least two purposes — doing the work associated with the reunion and
having members who can “connect” with as many of the potential attendees as possible to
maximize attendance. Three committee models are suggested:

e The small reunion committee (3-4 men). This alternative makes it easy to get
organizational meetings together (e.g., a regular lunch) and easy to control, since it
avoids debates over arrangements for time, place, etc. It is also easy to delegate and




monitor task performance. This alternative is better for reunions that are smaller in
scope. It may work for reunions larger in scope, if the alumni on the invitee list can
identify with the committee members.

e The larger committee (5+ men). With more committee members, it is easier to divide the
work load. For instance, each committee member could work with a particular class. If
the reunion is for the whole Chapter or a large segment of the Chapter, each committee
member could be responsible for working with a 4-6 year timeframe. A large committee
can be unwieldy, however, with difficulty in tracking delegated tasks, etc. Be careful
before selecting this alternative.

e The mixed model committee. A core group of 3-5 Brothers is responsible for all
planning and organization. A larger group of “honorary committee members” (one from
each class or constituency) have agreed to attend, lend their support to the effort, and
have their names listed on communications concerning the reunion. If alumni see
someone they know on this honorary committee, they may be more likely to be interested
and attend. The honorary committee members can also be a sounding board for ideas.

Whichever committee model you select, most likely only two or three Brothers will do most of
the work. However, you should still try to delegate tasks to the extent possible. You will
probably have some specialized tasks that can be handled by one person rather than by the
committee. Figure out who might be able to help. Potential tasks include:

e Organizing a golf tournament or other athletic endeavor
e Putting together a ZBT gift bag
e Developing a booklet or CD with alumni contact information (including lost alumni)

It may be desirable, but not necessary, that one or two Brothers on the committee live in the area
where the reunion will be held, to facilitate reservations and other details. Some ZBT reunion
groups have reported success doing everything long distance. Other groups suggest employing
an on-site event or reunion planning service.

There is one final thing to think about in organizing your committee. These days, it seems like
everyone has more things on the calendar than ever. So it’s important to start early, so you can
get your reunion on everyone’s calendar. Organize your committee so that you can send out the
first notice at least a year before the reunion.

2. Set up Partnerships
You are encouraged to partner with a number of different groups to facilitate success:
e Your undergraduate Chapter, its chapter advisor, its trustee board and/or its alumni
association

e The ZBT National Office
e Your university’s alumni association and/or development office

Remember, if you hold a successful reunion, you will build support for each of these
organizations within your reunion group. So, they should be receptive to working with you.



To start, these organizations can supply you with alumni lists and contact information for your
invitations and reunion updates. You can always get a list from the National Office and probably
from your Chapter. Establishing a partnership with your university will help you get their list of
your alumni (which may be particularly important if you do not have an active undergraduate
Chapter).

These organizations may be able to provide assistance in locating lost alumni, as well. One
particular ZBT reunion group reported phenomenal success on this by working with their
university alumni association.

These organizations can also help you publicize your event through their newsletters and other
publications, which helps to build excitement and may provide you additional attendees if your
lists do not include everyone.

Finally, these groups can provide speakers for your events, should you wish to have speakers,
and student volunteers to help with the workload during the event. The Chapter, of course, is the
first source to find such volunteers, but if you do not have an active Chapter, the university
alumni association may be able to provide student volunteers.

If you have any difficulty establishing a partnership with your university alumni association, see
if one of your alumni is a prominent university supporter who can help out in establishing one.

3. Get Lists and Contact Information

Now comes the real work. The first task is to get the names of all Brothers who are to be invited,
based on the scope of the reunion. Then you need to gather addresses and other contact
information. If you have had regular reunions over the years, or if your Chapter has had an
active alumni program, you should have a good list and set of contact information, and you can
skip many of the steps listed below. If not, then you may face extensive work. Keep in mind
that it will be worth it when you pull off a successful reunion.

e Contact the National Office, your undergraduate Chapter (undergraduate officers, chapter
advisors or trustee board) and your university alumni association for a list of Brothers to
be invited to the reunion. In the alumni section of the ZBT National website, you can
request the list in a variety of formats. Your university may or may not be able to
provide a list of alumni, but it doesn’t hurt to ask. It is probably best to request an
electronic copy (e.g., spreadsheet) from each organization so you can update it easily.
Make sure to ask for regular mail address, phone number and email address. Also, make
sure to request the names of lost alumni.

e Cross-reference these lists into a master list for your reunion. Make a spreadsheet with
each Brother’s name and graduation year, sortable either alphabetically or by class year.
Have fields for address, email address, phone number, etc. Mark the contact information
fields for each Brother that you know to be correct.

e Now you need to build the list. Assuming you have a complete list of Brothers to be
invited, this means you need to find current contact information. Consider the quality of



the contact information on the master list. Most likely, you will not want to use the initial
regular mail contact information to build your list. This is expensive and may not
generate good results. Instead, use email to build your list.

e Compile an email list for the reunion group. Some providers limit your ability to 50 in a
group or folder so you may have to create multiple folders by era, or alphabet breakdown.

e Email Brothers on the list to solicit email addresses that you do not have. Use this group
list ONLY to locate others — to accumulate and add other email addresses for as many of
the unknown emails on the list as possible. This may easily take months to develop a
decent list, but nevertheless is far more efficient than using the regular mail.

e Solicit only emails for the list, not local address, phone or other contact information.
Busy alumni will reply so as to give an email address once they are contacted, but will be
more reluctant to take even the little time needed to add more. You can get the rest later
after you get them interested.

e Be sure to tell each contact that the purpose is only to reconnect Brothers and maybe set
up a reunion, and specifically state that this is not a fund raising solicitation, and that
addresses will not be shared outside the list without consent.

e You can get other contact information later — when Brothers RSVP for the reunion, or
when they show up at the reunion. You can also ask for permission to share it with the
Chapter, National Fraternity and/or university alumni association then, after support has
been built.

e Do not wait to optimize the email list before you set a date for the reunion. Once
accumulation slows down, then you should set the date. Announcing the date will
accelerate participation in the email list.

4. Set a Date and a Location

Once again, be sure to set the date at least a year in advance of your first notice. In setting a
date, keep in mind the unique aspects of your reunion group. Based on past experience, we have
drawn the following conclusions.

e Fall and spring are the best times to hold a weekend event, if a weekend event is what
you would like.

e Insummer, due to everyone’s busy schedule (family vacations, etc.), it may be more
realistic to hold a one day event. Generally, summer works best if Brothers live in the
general area of the reunion.

e Winter reunions are recommended only for warmer climates (Florida, Arizona, southern
California, etc.).

e Another event, such as Homecoming or a football game, may provide a reunion
opportunity, since many alumni are already considering attending. Be careful anchoring
your reunion with another event, though. You want to make sure that attendees are there
for the reunion and are not distracted by outside activities.

e A three-day holiday weekend can be a good choice.

Your group may have its own preferences that do not match with these conclusions, and that is
certainly fine. It is more important for you to find out your group’s preferences and rely on
them.



The city where the Chapter is located is generally appealing to alumni. If the Chapter is located
in a small college town, there may be a metropolitan area nearby where many of the alumni
reside, and you might consider holding the reunion there. A resort or camp area can also be
attractive, especially for a spring or summer get-together. Consider the available hotels plus
other facilities that you may be interested in (shopping, restaurants, golf, etc.).

5. Let’s Talk Money

Reunions incur expenses. This means attendees must pay for the benefits they receive. It is
critical to break even, or perhaps to come out a little in the black for next time. The organizers
should set up a checking account, (e.g., The Alpha Chapter Reunion Fund) so that attendees can
pay this fund, rather than a specific individual. Have two signatories on the account.

This fund should only cover direct costs associated with the reunion (e.g., postage and printing,
dinners, space reserved in the hotel for receptions and dinners, favors, etc.). Attendees should
cover the costs of their hotel rooms and optional activities (e.g., golf). This will make the
reunion seem less costly than if you included the hotel. Think carefully about whether you will
include alcohol as part of the cost or whether you will have cash bars.

Develop a budget estimate based on the fixed costs, variable costs and a range on the possible
number of attendees. You most likely will iterate with this to find a balance between costs
(number of meals, quality of favors, etc.) and reasonableness (what you think attendees will pay).
Develop this into an estimated per-person cost for the event.

If you can recruit a lawyer to the organizing committee, he can create a not-for-profit corporation
very easily for little cost. This can limit the liability of individuals, and is a potentially good
option of you plan to hold regular reunions. Depending on your state, you may be able to get a
sales tax exemption to save money on meals and supplies.

Decide on a viable minimum for the event. It may be ten Brothers, or fifty Brothers. If you do
not meet that goal, then you do not go forward. You will want each potential attendee to pay a
deposit when he RSVPs for the reunion (e.g., $100 per person). For whatever reason, if the
reunion does not meet the minimum goal for a sustainable event, your initial mailing should state
that alumni who register will get their money back, minus 5% or so for the mailing costs.

6. Make Hotel Reservations

It’s best to have everyone stay at the same hotel. Typically, you want a nice hotel — not a five-
start resort, but also not the bargain basement. It is critical to reserve hotel space as early as
possible, and be certain to negotiate the best rates possible. Check and see if you can get a
discount for your affiliation with the university. If you have a partnership with the university’s
alumni association, they can help you out.

If spouses and significant others are invited, you will wind up with single-occupancy rooms (i.e.,
single alumni or couples). If not, then you may wish to think about providing an option for



double occupancy (i.e., roommates), provided that the age range of the group is relatively young.
Older alumni will not be interested in double occupancy. If you think the attendees would be
interested in a double occupancy option, ask attendees to coordinate their roommate
arrangements directly with one another.

You will likely reserve a block of rooms, so you will need an estimated attendance. Most hotels
will hold rooms until thirty days prior to the event. In your communications with potential
attendees, think about asking them to make their reservations forty-five days prior. The initial
estimate is important, because if you over-estimate, the hotel could cut back on some of the
negotiated commitments. On the other hand, if you under-estimate, some Brothers may not be
able to get the discount. As reunion chairman, you may need to sign a contract with the hotel to
block the rooms.

After the initial invitation is sent, touch base regularly with the hotel to monitor the number of
reservations they have received and match with the number of RSVPs that you have received.
The number of rooms can be adjusted as responses are received.

If needed, reserve banquet rooms for meals or receptions. You may use this kind of space for
administrative functions (name tag and gift bag pick up, etc), or you may want to arrange a
separate space. Consider negotiating with the hotel for a hospitality room where Brothers can
meet upon arrival and after nightly events. If your group is large enough, the hotel may provide
it at no cost. Likewise, if you guarantee a certain number of rooms, you can negotiate to get the
hotel to take some money off meals.

It might be important to determine if the hotel provides transportation to and from the airport,
shopping areas, etc. If not, be sure to arrange a transportation committee of Brothers in that city
to volunteer to pick people up at the airport, etc.

7. Send the Initial Invitation

Remember to send the initial reunion notice out approximately one year before the event. This
mailing should include the broad outline of the event — date, location, hotel, preliminary agenda,
per-person cost and payment information. Details will be filled in as the reunion approaches.
You may select either regular mail or email for this first mailing, depending on the quality of
your contact information (regular mail vs. email addresses). Reunion groups have reported
success with each option. Keep in mind that email will reduce your costs (especially if it is a
large reunion group). To save money after this initial invitation, it is strongly recommended that
you use email for subsequent mailings.

Be sure to list the names of all Brothers on the organizing committee, including any “honorary
committee members.” Also, designate someone as a contact and provide his name and email
address for questions and/or suggestions. To keep Brothers engaged, solicit their input for the
detailed reunion agenda.

This first mailing should also ask that Brothers forward the names and addresses of any Brother
they know who has moved or who may have inadvertently been left off the mailing list.



If you decide to use the regular mail for any communications, check to see if you can use bulk
mail. Bulk mail permits are generally available to not-for-profits, and your Chapter, trustee
board or university may have one that they would allow you to use. Please note that there are
various requirements (minimum number of pieces, sorting by zip code, etc.) when using a
mailing permit. There are also strict guidelines; so, if you are unfamiliar with these, check with
the post office to avoid delays. Bulk mail often requires additional time for delivery.

While not necessary, it may be nice to add ZBT or antecedent fraternity logos to correspondence
about the reunion. Find someone who is creative and artistic who can help out. You can
download various clip art with ZBT crests and logos from the ZBT national website, in the
library section. If an antecedent fraternity crest or logo is desired, contact the National Office.
Use these in emails, post cards and invitations for the reunion. You want to link to the memories
of good times had by alumni invitees. If you can find some photos of old times, include those,
too!

Remember that there is a significant marketing aspect to a reunion. You need to “sell” the
Brothers on attending. Think about this in all your communications and planning.

8. Send Reminders, with Updates and Attendee L.ists

As planning progresses, you should send updates and reminders. Every 2-3 weeks, you should
send an email with an updated list of attendees and updated reunion details. ZBT reunion groups
have reported great success using email in this manner. It generates considerable enthusiasm and
additional RSVPs, since Brothers will see their friends on the attendees list and will want to
attend themselves. Also include maps to the hotel and any other venues of interest, plus updates
to the agenda. Though the agenda should be basically complete, it doesn’t have to be set in stone
at this time. It should be complete enough to give members an idea of the fun to be included and
to get them excited about attending.

This would be a good time to include the “lost Brother” list that has been generated from prior
work collecting lists and returns from the initial mailing. Perhaps one of the other members has
kept in contact with members whose names appear on the “lost” list. Ask everyone to send in
any information that they have for lost alumni.

Consider facilitating sharing of rooms and/or rental cars by soliciting those interested to send in
their names to be listed in the next email update. In that update, ask that any interested parties
contact those desiring to share rooms or rental cars directly.

You can ask the Chapter to include blurbs about the reunion in its alumni newsletters or on its
website for additional publicity. Likewise, you can post the details of your reunion on the ZBT
National website.

Beginning about two months out, consider personal contact via telephone to uncommitted
Brothers to maximize attendance. Divide this work among committee members, assigning them



names and phone numbers. Give them a firm deadline to get the calls done, and follow up to
make sure the calls are made.

9. Finalize Details of the Reunion

If the reunion is for alumni living in the same area, it might just include a luncheon, dinner or
social time. Generally, though, reunion events are planned for a weekend.

Sometimes spouses are included in all events. Often, though, only a few of the events include
wives or dates. The committee might ask one or two wives if they would like to plan some
events for the female guests. They should not be part of the committee, but should do their
planning separately and submit ideas to the committee.

Below are some suggested things to be arranged prior to the big event:

Make pre-printed name tags for Brothers and guests based on the attendee list. Include
their name, class, current home town and for laughs maybe a photo from an old
composite.

If you decide to use a professional photographer, make those arrangements. Otherwise,
rely on everyone using digital cameras and set up a file-sharing site for digital photos. In
the reunion update emails, encourage everyone to bring their digital cameras, and let
them know that you will have a file-sharing site available after the reunion for them to
share their favorite photos.

Buy something not too expensive to give everyone to take home or wear for the weekend.
Good ideas include a ZBT or university baseball cap or a ZBT shirt. Check with the
Chapter or National Office or ZBT National website to find vendors who produce ZBT
merchandise. If you do shirts, ask the attendees their shirt size in the update emails.
Consider a ZBT gift bag that would include the memento plus other items (list or CD of
attendees and their contact information, etc.).

Bring cheap party favors reminiscent of your time as an undergraduate.

Bring lots of ZBT and university memorabilia to be placed on a table during the dinners
and other events. Good ideas include composites, photos and scrapbooks, paddles,
plaques, etc.

Arrange all speakers.

If the wife of a former advisor or trustee is invited, even though her husband is no longer
with us, be sure someone is appointed to bring her, and arrange to give her something at
dinner (e.g., a bouquet or flower arrangement).

Below are some suggested activities for a weekend reunion. Make sure to pick and choose from
these to meet your reunion groups preferences.

Ideas for Friday afternoon

Have a hospitality room available for arriving alumni to meet, especially if this is the first
meeting in many years. Brothers will appreciate a place to hang out and catch up with



everyone until the evening festivities can start. The hospitality room can also be used as
a gathering place each night, after the events are over.

Ideas for Friday and Saturday evenings

For Friday evening, have a sign-in, where everyone receives their nametags and reunion
memento or gift bag to take home as a tangible reminder of the reunion. Alternatively,
these items could be on a table for self-serve pick-up or in the hospitality room.

Friday and Saturday evenings generally will involve a reception and/or dinner. You may
want Friday to be casual if Saturday is formal (or vice-versa).
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Cocktail party at the hotel.

Dinner and drinks at a location that was popular when members were in school.
Reception and dinner at the hotel or restaurant.

Reception with heavy hors d’oeuvres at a local attraction (e.g., antique car museum).
Dinner could be a formal event with talks and a media presentation.

For each night, you will want presentations and entertainment to go along with the meals.
Some of these ideas could be applicable to lunch means, too.

Remarks from a reunion committee member (statistics on what Brothers are doing
today, reminiscing about memories from the fraternity, “from the heart” remarks
about what it has meant to organize the reunion and see everyone, what the fraternity
has meant over the years, etc.).

Remarks from an undergraduate officer about the state of the Chapter and plans for
the future.

Remarks from a university official on the current status/issues/plans for the university
and in particular its Greek system.

Remarks from a representative from the National Fraternity (staff member, Supreme
Council member or Foundation Director) to give a “State of the Fraternity”
presentation and answer questions.

Awards or recognition: reunion planning committee....Brother who traveled longest
distance....member with the most children/grandchildren....Brother who has changed
the least....members who are currently serving or who have served as advisers,
alumnae officers, regional officers, national officers, or staff members....former
presidents of the Chapter....50 year members....etc. These could be compiled into a
printed program if you would rather use time for other things.

Slideshow of old photos from back in the day, set to the music from that era. This
could be presented after a meal or be allowed to run continuously during a reception
off to the side of the main area.

An “In Remembrance” segment honoring the memory of deceased Brothers after
dinner.

Hospitality room after hours, possibly with beer and wine.

Saturday morning

Breakfast and more visiting.
Walking or jogging group.



e Tailgate at the house prior to the football game (if this is a football weekend or
Homecoming).
e Homecoming parade.

Saturday noon and afternoon

Luncheon or brunch.

Attend the football game (if this is a football weekend or Homecoming).

Shopping or free time.

Softball game for the attendees (old alumni vs. older alumni).

Golf.

Hiking in nearby area.

Tour of the city or campus.

Time with undergrads at the house — meeting the current Brothers, touring the house, or
having officers share information about the Chapter’s activities and successes. Limit the
time of an activity such as this, so that it does not distract from the focus of the reunion.
e Hospitality room open for more visiting.

Sunday morning

Hospitality room open for more visiting.

Breakfast or brunch.

Golf.

View everyone’s photos from the weekend and make arrangements to exchange.
Check out and good-bye.

Be careful in organizing optional activities such as a golf game. Since not everyone may play,
you risk dividing the reunion group. Those who do not participate may feel left out and have a
less favorable experience at the reunion. If you have an older crowd, a less skills-based
alternative for athletic activities may engage more participants. Softball or volleyball may work
well. The more you can keep the entire reunion party together, the more successful your reunion
will be.

Once these details have been finalized, you can include them in your update emails.

10. Send the Final Notice

About 3-4 weeks prior to the reunion, send a final email to everyone, with a special “last call”
those Brothers who have not responded. This would be a final reminder of the event, with the
deadline for replying. Include the list of confirmed attendees.

Get a volunteer from the committee to make some calls to those who have not yet committed,

with a two or three day deadline for getting the calls made. This personal contact is a great
motivation.
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11. After the Great Reunion

You’re tired and glad that it’s over, but if you could do just a few more simple things, it would
help encourage other groups to have reunions and help your group plan its next one.

For the attendees and others on the reunion list. Send an email notice thanking all who attended,
and summarizing the good time had by all. Include follow-up information:

e Link to the photo-sharing website, encouraging everyone to upload their photos.

e A brief financial report (hopefully the reunion broke even or made a little money for next
time). You might consider making a pitch that excess funds be donated to the fraternity
or university.

e Directory of contact information for attendees and non-attendees.

For the undergraduate Chapter. Send the following to the chapter president, alumni chairman or
chapter advisor:

e A summary of the reunion activities with a list of attendees, and a couple of photos (one
of the reunion group, in particular). Ask them to publish an article in the next alumni
newsletter and/or post a story on the alumni section of their website.

e An updated list of the reunion group — names and contact information so that they can
update their database.

For the National Office. Send the following to the National Office:

e A summary of the reunion activities with a list of attendees, and a couple of photos (one
of the reunion group, in particular). Ask them to publish an article in the next Deltan
and/or post a story on the alumni section of the ZBT National website.

e An updated list of the reunion group — names and contact information so that they can
update their database.

For the university. Send the following to the university’s alumni association:

e A summary of the reunion activities with a list of attendees, and a couple of photos (one
of the reunion group, in particular). Ask them to publish an article in the next alumni
magazine.

e An updated list of the reunion group — names and contact information so that they can
update their database.

For future reunion organizers. Compile a list of what went right, what went wrong and what
would have been a good idea to do (but wasn’t thought of) to be used in planning the next
reunion. Sending your updated list of names and contact information to the organizations above
will help your group when you need to build a list for a future reunion.
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12. Congratulations!!

You have helped rejuvenate enthusiasm for ZBT and your Chapter! But most importantly, you
have helped your Brothers find each other again and reconnect. Sit back, relax, and give
yourself a pat on the back for all your work!!!

Hello Brothers,

As promised in previous emails, now is your opportunity to "vote" for the location (BG or
NYC) and time of year for our Reunion (Spring or Fall). Based on all submissions, received
to date, we received a clear endorsement for the following:

e Bowling Green and New York City were the sites of choice, in near equal proportion,
from seventy-five percent of all Brothers

e Spring and Fall were the time-of-year of choice, in near equal proportion, from sixty-
eight percent of all Brothers

e Arrangements to be made by the Reunion Committee was selected by sixty-three
percent of all Brothers

e Weekend, as the event venue, was selected by eighty-eight percent of all Brothers

e Inclusion of spouses or significant others, was selected by seventy-five percent of all
Brothers, while an additional thirteen percent were fine with either way

o Approximately fifty percent of all Brothers were interested in working on a Reunion
Committee or acting as a Contact Person for Their Class (btw, committees will be
formed, based upon interest, as a next step after site and time-of-year selection are
completed).

After numerous discussions, weighing the pros and
cons, your Reunion Committee unanimously
recommends (or: the majority of your Reunion
Committee recommends) the selection of Bowling
Green in late Spring (before Summer Vacation Time)
as the site and time-of-year for our "FIRST IN
FORTY, RETURN TO THE SCENE" ZBT, Beta Eta
Chapter Reunion. Simply stated, our rationale for BG
in Late Spring is as follows:

1. Bonding and Reconnecting, as the primary "drivers" for our Reunion, requires a location
and facility selection with minimal distractions, allowing time to rekindle past friendships.

2. ZBT and BGSU is what brought us together - it's also been, as long as forty years since
some of us have been on campus

3. Brothers, interested in attending a reunion, are located in fourteen states, from
Massachusetts to Florida, New York to California, with the greatest concentration in the
Northeast, Midwest and South. A central location will ensure attendance by the largest
number of Brothers.

4. BGSU and ZBT (now headquartered in Indianapolis, IN) Officials are more likely to
attend at a BG location, to bring us up to speed on past, present and future. Fyi, the
fraternity scene has changed at BGSU. Many fraternities (ZBT, ATO, Sigma Chi, Theta
Chi, etc.) are no longer at the university. A reunion in BG will allow us the opportunity to
meet with the appropriate people to discuss and understand whether a re-colonization of
ZBT can become a reality.

5. Logistically, BGSU can provide the widest selection of meeting rooms, dining facilities
and recreational opportunities within a central location.



6. There are two, very nice hotels, now in BG - either the Hampton Inn or the Holiday Inn
Express. | have stayed at both!

7. Easyto getto! Flying into Detroit, Wayne County Airport, is usually a direct flight from
most major city airports. Then, less than one-hour traveling on Interstate 75 South, which
has an exit that is less than one mile from campus. An easy trip by automobile, with
convenient free parking, for those in the Midwest.

8. With the help of the University, we will develop an interesting program for spouses and
significant others, while we are in private session (most likely for a couple hours
on Saturday afternoon).

9. As planning the weekend gets underway, we could consider targeting a date where big-
name entertainment comes to BGSU. Since we left, the university has constructed and
opened a separate theatre and music recital hall and is able to bring top hames to
campus. A football weekend would create too much of a distraction.

10. Late Spring presents itself as an ideal time. The level of excitement for our reunion is
high and could possibly drop-off as time passes. Springtime at BG is bearable.
Remember the cold, the wind and the heat?

11. Expense for the weekend, in BG, is very manageable, as compared to NYC.

12. P.S. For those interested in NYC, L.A., Las Vegas or Chicago. It is entirely possible that
we could decide at our 2007 Reunion, to reconnect every x-years in a fun site with lots to
do ... but, for our "first in forty", a "return to scene" seems to make the most sense.

Additional information, supporting the above recommendation is included in the attached exhibit

no later than February 2, 2007. We really want to receive your vote, but In the event that you
decide not to vote, we will assume that BG in Late Spring is your choice.
